EVENT INFORMATION

· All competition buses will be CHP certified school buses of any style (transits, conventionals, or vans). 
· All events will be set up and judged in accordance with the CASTO 66th Annual (2019) School Bus Safety Roadeo Handbook, see www.castoways.org. 
· Registration will begin at 7:30 AM and registrations will be accepted on the morning of the roadeo.
· Registration will close at 8:30 AM and no late arrivals will be allowed to compete (NO REFUNDS).
· The competition will start at 8:30 AM and the first driver on each bus should be prepared to drive the course first and then take the written tests immediately after completing the course.
· All second and third drivers will take the written tests at 8:30 AM and will be ready to enter the course as soon as their bus has exited the course (no 4th driver per bus allowed).
· All contestants are encouraged to recruit and bring judges.

· Professional Category

First through Third Place
(Has previously competed in a State Sectional Roadeo, but has not competed in the State Championship within the past two years.)

· Open Category


-
First through Third Place
(Has never competed in a State Sectional Roadeo prior to this roadeo season regardless of when the 1st school bus certificate was issued.)
· Special Needs Category

-
First Place Only
(Competes in Wheelchair Loading Escort instead of Student Loading Escort.)

· Novice Category


-
First and Second Place Only
(Has never competed in a State Sectional Roadeo and has held a school bus certificate for not more than two years. 

· Teams



-
First through Third Place
(Teams shall consist of three contestants, but no team shall have more than one member from the elite category.)
